Agrippa of Nettesheim was born to a once-noble family near Cologne, and studied both medicine and law there.  His career is diverse: secret agent, soldier, physician, orator, and law professor. In 1509, he set up a laboratory in Dôle in the hopes of synthesizing gold, and for the next decade or so traveled Europe, making a living as an alchemist.  Agrippa wrote on a great many topics, but his most important work is the three-volume De occulta philosophiae, a defense of "hidden philosophy" or magic, which draws on diverse mystical traditions.

A not-too-damaged papyrus used as cartonnage for a collection of cat mummies found at Deir-at-Tahir in the Thebaid provides some spicy details of "The Traveling Seer of Alexandria."

Paracelsus was the son of a well known physician who was described a Grand Master of the Teutonic Order, and it was from him that Paracelsus took his first instruction in medicine. At the age of sixteen, Paracelsus entered the University at Basle where he applied himself to the study of alchemy, surgery, and medicine.  He had the ambition to cure disease by medicine superior to those available at that time to use, and apart from his incursions into alchemy, Paracelsus is credited with the introduction of opium and mercury into the arsenal of medicine. His works also indicate an advanced knowledge of the science and principles of magnetism.

Cagliostro traveled throughout the world, visiting Egypt, Greece, Persia, Rhodes, India and Ethiopia, studying the occult and alchemical knowledge he found in those countries.  After a misunderstanding with Neapolitan police, Cagliostro went to Rome where he established himself as doctor.  While in Rome, he met and married Lorenza Feliciani, called Serafina. The couple lived in Rome until members of the Muggle Inquisition began to suspect Cagliostro of heresy.  King Louis XVI became interested in Cagliostro, and was entertained by the Count who held magic suppers to entertain the court at Versailles.  The reports of Cagliostro's death in 1795 were not believed throughout Europe and only after a report commissioned by Napoléon did people accept the fact Cagliostro was actually dead.

Rich merchant families and even nobles from the King's Court would send their children to him to receive education.  It is during that period that he married Pernelle, sole daughter of a rich merchant family.  After much study, Flamel learnt the secrets of not only transmuting common metals into gold, but also of creating the Philosopher's Stone, the elixer of immortality.  Before Flamel officially died, he founded 14 hospitals, made donations to 7 churches, and helped countless poor people, widows and orphans.

Few Muggles realize that their famous "Wizard of Menlo Park" was actually a real wizard.  Edison is credited with the invention of numerous wonderful Muggle devices, and their analogues in the wizarding world--the Muggle lightbulb and our Insta-Lite Torch, for example.  Edison was born in Milan, Ohio in 1847, and by 1862 he was printing, publishing and selling The Weekly Herald in Port Huron.  In 1868 he made his first Muggle patent, and in 1870 he was given the prestigious Wizarding Award for Extreme Cleverness.  Edison's interests varied widely, but he is perhaps best known amongst Muggles for his invention of the "phonograph," the same technology that powers our Wizarding Wireless.
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
